Supervisory Committee Report

The Supervisory Committee engaged the independent accounting firm of
CliftonLarsonAllen to conduct the annual audit effective December 31, 2025. The
audit is still in process as of this meeting date. The audit is being conducted in
accordance with generally accepted auditing standards, meeting the
requirements of the Supervisory Committee Guide for Federal Credit Unions.

Once completed, the independent auditors’ report, along with the credit union’s
financial statements and accompanying footnote disclosures, will be available for
inspection at the credit union’s office, by appointment, during normal business
hours.

For this annual report, unaudited financial statements are enclosed. The NCUA
regulatory examination for 2024 concluded that the credit union was financially
sound, well capitalized, and managed in a safe and sound manner.

Facts about Federal Share oy e e s oG
Insurance at Self Reliance NCUA
Financial Federal Credit Union

Federally insured credit unions like Self Reliance Financial Federal Credit
Union offer a safe place for you to save your money. Your deposit accounts
are insured to at least $250,000 per individual depositor. In addition, certain
retirement accounts such as IRAs are insured separately up to $250,000.
The National Credit Union Administration (NCUA) is the independence
agency that administers the National Credit Union Share Insurance Fund
(NCUSIF). Like the FDIC's Deposit Insurance Fund, the NCUSIF is a federal
insurance fund backed by the full faith and credit of the United States
government.

Here are some important facts to remember about your share insurance:

* Not one penny of insured savings has ever been lost by a member of a
federally insured credit union.

* As a member of an insured credit union, you do not pay directly for your
share insurance protection. Your credit union places a deposit into the
National Credit Union Share Insurance Fund and pays an insurance
assessment, based on the total amount of insured shares and deposits
in the credit union.

e Although basic coverage is $250,000, there are many ways to qualify for
more than basic coverage at one institution. For more information, visit
the credit union, speak to a Member Services Representative, or visit
WWW.NCcua.gov.
